
Candy Corn Dishcloth    by Linda Buntin   

                 Fall is the time for Halloween and candy 

corn. This dishcloth is just like the “Candy Corn 

Coaster” – just a little bigger. 
 

Materials  

Worsted weight cotton – Orange, Yellow, & White 

Model knitted with Sugar n’ Cream 

Knitting Needle:  size 7 (4.5 mm) 

Finished size:   8 - 10” triangle 

Gauge:  Not critical 

Notes:  You want to make sure you switch yarns on the same 

side (odd # rows) so that the color changes are neat and 

straight.  

 

Instructions: 

White yarn :  Cast on 3 sts using your favorite method 

Row 1:  Knit 1, Kfb, knit 1   (Note: Kfb is knit in the front and back of same stitch - to add a stitch) 

Row 2:  Knit 4 

Rows 3-12:  K2, YO, knit to the end 

Row 13:  K2, YO, K2tog, knit to the end 

Row 14:  K2, YO, K2tog, knit  to the end 

Row 15:  K2, YO, knit to the end 

Row 16:  K2, YO, knit to the end 

Row 17:  K2, YO, K2tog, knit to the end 

Row 18:  K2, YO, K2tog, knit to the end 

Row 19:  K2, YO,  knit to the end 

Row 20:  K2, YO, knit to the end 

Row 21:  K2, YO, K2tog, knit to the end 

Row 22:  K2, YO, K2tog, knit to the end 

At this point it should measure approximately 2 ½” to 3” 

Cut the white yarn and switch to Orange yarn 

K2, YO, knit to the end 

K2, YO, knit to the end 

K2, YO, K2tog, Knit to the end 

K2, YO, K2tog, Knit to the end 

Repeat the last 4 rows 5 or 6 more times (depends on how much orange area and how big you want it to be) 

At this point it should measure about 5” to 6“ 

Cut the Orange yarn and switch to Yellow yarn 

K2, YO, knit to the end 



K2, YO, knit to the end 

K2, YO, K2tog, Knit to the end 

K2, YO, K2tog, Knit to the end 

Repeat the last 4 rows 6 more times  

 

     (These next two rows are where you do the K2tog twice) 

K2, YO, K2tog, K2tog, Knit to the end 

K2, YO, K2tog, K2tog, Knit to the end  

(eyelet border row)K2, YO, to the last 2 stitches, K2  

K2, (knit the YO, K2tog) to the last 2 st, K2   

Knit 

K2tog, knit to last 2 st, SSK 

:  Bind Off       Optional Bind Off: 

     If you want the bottom corners to be rounded, bind off like this: 

     (First two sts only) K2tog, then bind off regular….until 2 sts from the end, SSK, pull yarn through one last stitch.
